 Your new companion has had a rough time, whether s/he came from a shelter, or was found as a stray, or was an owner surrender.  Give him/her time to adjust to who belongs at your home and to learn that your home is now your Rescue Great Dane’s home.

Some things you might encounter when you first bring your Rescue Great Dane home:

1. Quiet or lethargic (Great Danes are generally not a very active breed)

2. Not eating for first couple of days (Stress can alter a Great Dane’s eating/drinking habits)

3. House soiling (Stress can also cause a Great Dane to “forget” his manners and leave you “presents” where you least expect them. Please remember to never scold a Great Dane unless you catch him/her in the act. If it happens while you are at work, you might consider crating him/her during the day.)

4. Staying in his/her crate or in one part of the house  (Great Danes will generally feel secure in a crate, and it might be an indication that there is a lot of stressful activity going on in your home.)

5. Knocking down a small child (Great Danes have absolutely no concept of their size or their rear ends. They consider themselves lap puppies! Never leave children and Great Danes alone unsupervised.) 

6. Growling or barking at your other animals (Great Danes have to learn that they are a member of their new pack also. It is usually best to introduce your new Rescue Great Dane to your other animals one at a time and in a neutral place {a park, a neighbor’s front yard, or your own front yard if your animals don’t go there often} and always have all animals on leash.)

We highly recommend that you take your new Rescue Great Dane to a structured obedience class. Not only will a basic obedience class remind your new companion of basic manners, it is an excellent opportunity to bond with your Rescue Great Dane.  

And yes, you do have time(, when you have your cup of coffee or whatever in the morning, you can practice the sit stays or down stays. When you go to check your mail is an excellent time for heeling practice. Five minute training sessions several times a day can work as well as, or better than, one hour long training session a week.
